UE HPUCA 10 Langue orale et écrite Coef. 1 ECTS6

Intervenante : Amanda Edmonds

Panorama of Linguistic Approaches

This course will provide an introduction to the field of linguistics, beginning with a historical overview
of linguistic study in the Western world. In the second part of the course, a brief introduction to
different subfields of linguistics will be covered.

Oral Expression

This class aims at improving students’ understanding of oral English using audio recordings
(spontaneous speech or text reading) on various subjects. Students will answer a series of questions,
summarise the recording and enrich their vocabulary. They will also receive advice on how to take
notes efficiently. There will be two written exams, in the middle of the semester and at the end.

Translation to and from English

In this class, students will learn to translate a text efficiently and practice their written expression both
in French and in English. They will reflect on the advantages and drawbacks of automated translation
and learn to evaluate the quality of a given translation, suggesting improvements if necessary.

Introduction to American Literature: From early colonial days to early 20th century.

This series of lectures will provide an overview of American literature, from the early colonial period
to the rise of a national literary production. The course will chronologically introduce major American
writers and works, as well as key concepts in literary analysis. Questions about the topics and works
mentioned in the course (in class and on Moodle) will be scheduled at the end of the term. Questions
about the required reading will be part of both tests.

HPECAFL1 : Textes et fictions —2 TD (10 x 2h)

Intervenantes : Marie Liénard-Yeterian, Beatrix Pernelle

TD: Weekly seminars will be devoted to the study of one full novel, and a selection of passages from
other 20th century American texts. The aim of the course is to introduce students to the basics of close
reading and literary analysis, using the notions introduced in the lectures. Attendance is compulsory.
At least two in-class tests (textual analysis) will be scheduled during the term.

For both series of TDs, a selection of texts will be provided at the beginning of the academic year.
Students are required to read the texts prior to each class.

UE HPUCAZ21 Civilisation Coef. 1 ECTS6

Intervenante : Isabelle Licari-Guillaume

This introductory lecture to British civilisation aims at familiarizing students with the cultural
background of modern-day Britain. First, we will focus on key historical concepts such as the building
of the United Kingdom, the progressive development of a parliamentary monarchy, the establishment
of the Church of England. Then, we will discuss social aspects that play a role in the (re)definition of
British identities, such as social classes, multiculturalism, the education system, or present attitudes to
the European Union.

Suggested reading:
- John Oakland, British civilisation, an introduction
- Keep up with the news (the Guardian and the BBC are both accessible online).

Intervenant.es : Anne Debray

These two TDs, “textes” and “images”, are geared towards the development of critical thinking and
analytical skills in the broad field of British civilisation. They allow students to reinvest the knowledge
they acquired in the CM as they discover the methodology of commentary. Attendance is compulsory.

As the name suggests, “Textes” involves the study of textual documents of different natures; our focus
on contemporary press and academic articles will help students become independent and critical
readers, while the use of historical documents (witness accounts, laws and regulations, speeches, etc.).

Conversely, “Images” seeks to develop students’ awareness of visual culture, both historical (through
media such as painting, etching and photography) and contemporary (through the analysis of political
cartoons, comic strips/books or digital media).
